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Tartan Day and the Saint Andrews Society of Williamsburg, Virginia
An article by Duncan Mclver

Each year Scottish organizations around the USA celebrate Tartan Day on or about
April 6, which is the date at which the Declaration of Arbroath was signed in 1320.
That declaration declared Scottish independence and served as a model for the US
Declaration of Independence in 1776. Tartan Day celebrations in North America were
started in 1998, and three resolutions have been signed declaring Tartan Day an official
US celebration day. These include resolutions by President George Bush, the House of
Representatives, and the US Senate.

Of particular interest to the Saint Andrews Society of Williamsburg is the US Senate
Resolution 155, which was passed on March 20, 1998, declaring Tartan Day as a
national day of observance, as shown in the first photograph below. The document was
presented to the College of William and Mary on September 25 to make it available to
the public in their Swem Library. The College of William and Mary was chosen to
receive the document because of its Scottish origins. James Blair of Aberdeenshire, a
graduate of Marischal College in Scotland, received a royal charter in 1693,
establishing the College in Williamsburg and naming him as lifetime president. In
addition, Thomas Jefferson was greatly influenced by his association and studies at the
College of William and Mary, under Dr. William Small, who was also a graduate of
Marischal College.

This year the Saint Andrews Society of Williamsburg Virginia celebrated Tartan Day
on Sunday, April 12 in the Williamsburg Community Building. The large number of
visitors enjoyed the display of Tartans, music and dancing, and displays of Scottish
culture including a photograph of the Senate Resolution 155 made available by the staff
in the Swem library. The next photograph shows Duncan Mclver, current President of
the Society, holding the Senate Resolution during his visit to the library. The third
photograph shows Scots enjoying themselves during this year’s Williamsburg
celebration.
